This document is to be used as a guide for the installation of the Direction-Plus™ Fuel Manager™ FM100 pre-filter Kit to
a Toyota Hilux KUN26. It is recommended that the installation of the product be carried out by a competent qualified
mechanic.

Important before starting

e Ensure the engine bay is clean and free from contaminates

e The fuel manager filter head has direction arrows indicating the direction of flow

e  You have the correct tools to complete the fitment

e Read the instructions in full and familiarize yourself with the installation, before commencing any work

Installation Guide

1. Disconnect factory fuel filter inlet hose from both ends and emoefrom the vehicle. Retain this hose in a safe place
so the vehicle can be returned to factory in the future

2.  The pre-filter will be mounted we be mounted on the passenger side inner guard, next to where the factor fuel
filter is mounted

3. Disconnect the two plugs attached to the factory fuel filter

4.  Remove the factory fuel filter from its mounting bracket and place off to one side

5. Remove the factory fuel filter mounting bracket

6. Place the pre-filter mounting bracket into the same location as the factory fuel filter

7. Using the factory bolts that were removed from the factory fuel filter mounting bracket secure the pre-filter
mounting bracket

Using the supplied 10mm bolts, washers and nuts, mountthe FM100 Fuel Manager pre-filter assembly filtertothe
engine side of the bracket. This will allow the fitment of a dual battery system.

Install the %4 NPT adaptorsinto the filter head ports that are facing towards the rear of the vehicle using thesupplied
LOCTITE thread sealant.

Apply a small amount of LOCTITE thread sealant to the two black % NPT plugs and install them into the two remaining
ports in the pre-filter head.

Measure fromthe steel pipe on the firewall (this pipe comes from the tank) to the inlet port of the fuel manager
head (the arrows on the head indicate direction of flow) and cut to length a piece of the supplied 10mm hose

Lubricate the barbed end of one push-lock fitting and the inside portion of the hose to be fitted with a push-lock
fitting with diesel fuel or WD40

Insert the barbed end of one push-lock fittings into the pre-lubricated end of the hose. Ensuring that the hose stops
firmly against the inside of the bell cover.

With the assembled hose, screw the push-lock fitting on to the inlet port of the pre-filter. Connect the other end of
the same hose to the steel fuel line coming from the tank and secure using a supplied 10mm hose clamp

Lubricate the barbed end of the remaining push-lock fitting and the inside portion of the remaining hose to be
fitted with a push-lock fitting with diesel fuel or WD40

Insert the barbed end of the remaining push-lock fittings into the pre-lubricated end of the hose. Ensuring that the
hose stops firmly against the inside of the bell cover.

With the now assembled hose, screw the push-lock fitting on to the outlet port of the pre-filter.

Measuring the hose in place between the outlet port of pre-filter the inlet of the factory fuel filter, cut the hose
to length

Connect the 10mm fuel hose to the inlet of the factory fuel filter and secure with a supplied 10mm hose clamp

Using the supplied nylon cable ties, secure any lose hose from rubbing on any other components

Bleed the fuel system by pumping the hand primer on the factory filter until firm

Start vehicle and run the vehicle, whilst checking all connections for leaks
